Talking Points when contacting the potential examiner: 

1. Introduce yourself 

2. Explain that you have a doctoral or master’s student who will soon be completing his/her thesis, 

and that the McGill process requires the thesis to be examined by an external expert in the field. 

3. The thesis examination requires a written assessment, but once that is fully completed, the 

external examiner’s work is done.    

4. Explain that  for Doctoral students there is a two‐tiered thesis examination process:  the 

examination of the thesis and an oral defence.  However, make it clear that the external 

examiner does not need to be present at the oral  defence  (unless required by the unit).
