In 1988, Dr. Tuan joined Thomas Jefferson University, Philadelphia, to be the Director 
of Orthopaedic Research and Professor and Vice Chairman in the Department of 
Orthopaedic Surgery with a joint appointment in the Department of Biochemistry and 
Molecular Biology. From 1992-1995, Dr. Tuan was the Academic Director of the MD/PhD
